Kick-Offs - Cool!!!!!

To provide an overview of the PBL year, review state and national programs, and assist chapters get their year off to a good start, the NCPBL Executive Council sponsors three “Kick-Offs for Captains (Chapter Officers) and Coaches (Advisers).”

These simultaneous meetings will be held from 1:00-4:00 on Thursday afternoon, September 24, at Mount Olive College, Rowan-Cabarrus Community College, and Asheville-Buncombe Technical Community College.

Chapters may attend whichever “Kick-Off” is closest.  There is no registration fee, and refreshments will be served.

By September 22, please send an e-mail to State Leadership Development Director Kathy Toler (leadershipdir@ncpbl.org) letting her know which “Kick-Off” your chapter will attend and how many representatives you’ll have so the presenters will have adequate handouts.

The “Kick-Offs” are for established chapter leaders and delegates from colleges considering organizing a PBL chapter.  During the “quarters” state leaders will provide helpful information, and during the “Locker Room” time state officers will answer questions and provide suggestions.

Dues Reporting  - Ahhhh!!!!!

NCPBL was extremely excited about its increase of over a hundred members last year.  An even higher goal has been set by the Council for this year!  State and National dues are sent to the NCPBL State Adviser; in turn, the State Adviser forwards the national portion.  A copy of the dues-reporting form (from the online state handbook) is included in the packet.

Please be sure to included members’ e-mail addresses this year since both the national and state “newsletters” have gone green and are being distributed electronically.

The initial reporting RECEIPT date is October 12.  Even if it’s just a few members, chapters are encouraged to submit those dues so they’ll appear on the first list of active chapters.  Additional dues may be added throughout the year.  Colleges may also reactivate or charter chapters throughout the year.

State and national awards are presented for increasing membership over the previous year and for chapter membership numbers as of October 12 and again at the State Leadership Conference.

Your State Executive Council - Nifty!!!!!

The group that sets goals and keeps NCPBL focused is the State Executive Council.  A list of the state officers, the Professional Division officers, the State Advisers and Directors, and the Foundation officers are included in this packet.

The Council has four meetings a year, and chapters are notified of the dates so members can e-mail suggestions or comments for consideration.  A synopsis of the minutes from the meetings is posted on the state website.  A goal is for the communication between the chapter leaders and the State Council to remain one of the NCPBL strengths so don’t hesitate to e-mail any member of the Council for assistance!

Manuals, Websites, Newsletters - Wow!!!!!

PBL information is never far away!

The two major documents are the 2009-2010 editions of the STATE HANDBOOK and the NATIONAL CHAPTER MANAGEMENT HANDBOOK.  These include ideas for fund-raising, guidelines on special PBL programs, conference information, and, of course, details on the competitive events.

The national handbook was mailed to active advisers in August.  New advisers will receive one upon reactivating or chartering.  The National Handbook is also posted on the national website, <fbla-pbl.org>.  

Comments indicate that advisers and officers go to the state website to get information from the NCPBL Handbook rather than the disk copy that has been supplied in the past.  Therefore, it will be posted at <ncpbl.org> but not duplicated on disk or paper this year.

The state newsletter (NCPBL PROFESSIONAL EDGE) and the national newsletter (THE BUSINESS LEADER) contain chapter news and articles promoting conferences and activities.  These are now distributed electronically.

PBL Competitive Events - Ooooo!!!!!

One of the biggest draws to PBL is the state and national Awards Programs.  These are competitive events to honor individual members, teams, and chapters in a variety of business, career planning, and leadership areas.

Participation in the events is also a major “resume builder” since members can list that they were their college’s entry in events at the state level and then list specific achievements.  NCPBL recognizes the “top 8” in the events and the national level the “top 10.

Guidelines for the overall Awards Program and the individual events are in the State Handbook, with references to the National Handbook for scoresheets, procedures, etc.  (Be sure you are using the 2009-2010 Handbook editions.)  Workshops on the state events are held at the fall conference, and most of the February “Tip-Off” program is related to success at the State Leadership Conference and the events.

Last year’s state and NCPBL’s national winners are listed on the state website, and a complete list of national winners is on the national website.

Gold Star, Gold Seal Chapter, and TLLA - Dandy!!!!

It is a Winter Olympics year, and NCPBL will be handing out some “golden” awards as well.

NCPBL presents “Gold Star Chapter” awards at the Fall Leadership Development Conference to all chapters that complete the designated activities.  There is no entry form; just do these items!  A certificate is presented to the chapter president at fall conference, and gold stars are placed on delegates’ nametags at State Conference.

1. Attend a “Kick-Off”

2. Submit dues by October 12 (to State Adviser, 141 College Drive, Albemarle, NC  28001)

3. Have dues for 10 new PBL members OR 5 new Professional Division members (PBL dues go to the State Adviser and PD dues to the PD secretary at P.O. Box 625, Stanfield, NC  28163 – both by October 12)

4. Register and submit at least 20 new names to the Food Lion Shop ‘n Share Chapter Challenge project (to NCPBL Foundation, P.O. Box 20087, Charlotte, NC 28202 by October 12)

Based on a points system and the publication of a Local Chapter Annual Business Report, NCPBL designates a small percentage of chapters with “Gold Seal Chapter” designation.  These are the final awards announced at the State Leadership Conference Awards Program banquet.  The chapters receiving state “Gold Seals” are submitted for national recognition.

While only the top chapters can receive “Gold Seal” awards, it is possible (and the Executive Council’s goal!) for all chapters to receive the Terry Lowrance Leadership Award, known as the “TLLA.”  Mr. Lowrance, who passed away unexpectedly in 2002, was a long-time state adviser, and the TLLA salutes his dedication to PBL programs and projects.

A copy of the online TLLA Guide is included in this packet and can be used as a chapter “program of work” for the year.  It lists practically every activity on the local, state, and national level.  Chapters submit a form that verifies completion of a designated number of items, and this results in receiving the TLLA!

The TLLA chapters are announced at the opening session of the State Leadership Conference, and all delegates receive TLLA ribbons for their nametags.

CMAP - Radical!!!!!

While the Gold Star, Gold Seal, and TLLA are chapter awards, a national award for individual chapter members that has become popular with NCPBL’ers is CMAP – Career and Membership Achievement Program.  All members may participate and achieve recognition. Guidelines are on the national website, and a CMAP workshop is scheduled for the fall conference.

State PBL Conferences - Absolutely!!!!!

The first of two state-sponsored conferences is the Fall Leadership Development Conference.  FLDC is a training program, with workshops on “how to do” PBL, business development, and career planning.  This year’s FLDC is October 23-24 at the Clarion Hotel on I-40 near the airport in Greensboro.  There is a $20 registration fee, and reservation and registration guidelines will be sent to chapters by the state Leadership Development Director.

The State Leadership Conference is the highlight of the PBL year.  This year’s SLC is April 8-10 at the Charlotte Hilton University Place.  The program includes leadership workshops, motivational speakers, state officer elections, and the State Awards Program (competitive events).  There is a $70 registration fee, and an SLC Guide will be sent to chapters by the State Adviser.

National PBL Conferences - Ummm!!!!!

National Fall Leadership Conferences are held in November; the NFLC Guide is part of the Chapter Management Handbook and available online.

The National Leadership Conference will be held next July in Nashville.  The conference is open to all members, but the top-placing state event winners are encouraged to advance to the National Awards Program (competitive events) held during the NLC.  An NLC Guide is mailed to advisers in the spring, and event participation materials are handled by the State Awards Program Director and the State Adviser.

“Best Seats in the House” – Groovy!!!!!

For the third year, the state officers will recognize chapters with increased membership by reserving front row seating for the general sessions of the State Leadership Conference.  Details will be in the SLC Guide and given at “Kick-Offs” and “Tip-Offs.”

Professional Division, Foundation - Spiffy!!!!

The biggest supporters of NCPBL are the members of our Professional Division, a group of alumni, advisers, family members, and business leaders who assist local chapters and do “behind-the-scenes” work at state activities throughout the year.  PD state and national dues total $23 and should be mailed to the PD secretary-treasurer at P.O. Box 625, Stanfield, NC  28163.

The NCPBL Foundation, Inc., continues to provide financial assistance for special NCPBL needs, including over-seeing the NCPBL Scholarship program and sponsorship of competitive events.  With chapter, individual, and business contributions, the Foundation also provides leadership training opportunities through conference registration assistance and scholarships.  Contributing chapters receive special recognition at SLC, and continued support is appreciated.  The Foundation address is P.O. Box 20087, Charlotte,  NC  28202.

Chapter Challenge

(Food Lion Shop ‘n Share) – Hot diggety!!!!!
The NCPBL Foundation Board of Directors coordinates a special fund-raising activity through the Food Lion “Shop ‘n Share” program.  The “challenge” is to see which chapter can register and submit the largest number of new Food Lion MVP card numbers.  Once registered, NCPBL receives a contribution from Food Lion based on the amount of sales using those card numbers.  MVP numbers can be submitted throughout the year, but the “Chapter Challenge” awards are based on those done by October 12.  Copies of the forms are included in this packet and available on the state website.
