CONFERENCE REGISTRATION

The "CONFERENCE REGISTRATION FORM" should be completed and returned by the deadline of November 4, 2011.  Registration will electronic again this year.  An electronic version of all conference forms may be found on the website at www.ncpbl.org.   

The registration fee for the conference is $20 per person.  All conference participants, including members, advisers, Professional Division members, and guests (who wish to participate in all conference activities), must pay the registration fee.  Each local chapter may bring as many delegates as desired.  Checks should be payable to NCPBL.  The Foundation’s Adopt-A-Student campaign could lower the registration per person amount.  Please refer to the information listed on the website or handout attached.

Please bring the check with you to the conference, but the registration form must be in by November 4, 2011.  To participate in the NON-Trivia competition, membership recruitment display competition, or have a sales table, forms must be received by the due date.  Payment in full is expected for the number of the delegates indicated on the registration form submitted by the deadline.

Hotel reservations should be made directly with the Holiday Inn Airport Hotel by November 4, 2011.  Note:  this is a different hotel than last year.  It is undergoing an ownership change and you will need to Google 6426 Burnt Poplar Road for directions.  I don’t think they have officially changed to a Holiday Inn yet.
Reservations can be made by calling 336-668-0421; please mention North Carolina Phi Beta Lambda to get the conference rate!  Rooming lists can be faxed to 336-668-7690.  
THE DEADLINE FOR RESERVATIONS IS NOVEMBER 4, 2011.  RESERVATIONS MUST BE MADE BY THAT DATE IN ORDER TO ASSURE LODGING AT THE CONFERENCE RATES.  Reservations are to be made directly with the hotel and guaranteed with a credit card or deposit.  The conference room rate is $69 plus 13.75% tax and includes breakfast.  Cancellations can be made until 6:00 p.m. on Friday, November 11.  

Reserve an estimated number of rooms for your chapter early, but try not to reserve more than you need.  If you find you will not need some of the rooms, please contact Kathy Toler at 828-273-1056 or leadershipdir@ncpbl.org.  This will allow us to change the room from your name to another school which still needs rooms.  

If you find that you cannot get a room in our block, please contact Kathy Toler immediately.  Make your reservations early so that we can determine if more rooms will need to be acquired through the hotel.

Any remaining rooms in the conference block will be released to general sales after the deadline date, and reservations will be accepted on a first-come, first-served basis.  The official hotel check-in time is 3:00 p.m.   If your reservation requests are not submitted by the deadline, there is no guarantee that you will be able to obtain rooms.

Proper attire is required for all conference activities.  Business casual is appropriate for Friday activities.  Casual attire or jeans is fine for the dance.  Business dress is appropriate for Saturday meetings and sessions.  Refer to the NC PBL Dress Code that is included in the NCPBL State Handbook for more specific details regarding appropriate conference attire.

Membership displays and sales booths will be available for your review and/or purchases. Chapters wishing to set up displays or sell items must reserve space prior to the conference by indicating so on the conference registration form.  Additional space for exhibits/sales will not be available at the opening of the conference

NON-TRIVIA TEST

All questions will come from the study guide being posted on the website.  If all questions are used, additional questions will be pulled from the Awards Program guidelines.  No past participants or previous and present state officers can enter.

· Each chapter may enter a team of three members.

· A written test will be given on Friday to determine regional winners (one team per region).

· Regional winners will compete in the oral championship round at the closing session on Saturday.

In the championship round with the three regional winners, the first team to reach 50 points becomes the winner.  (Each question 5 points.)
